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Methodology: All standard superintendent certifications that were issued since September 1, 2018 to
educators who did not previously hold a superintendent certification were identified in ECOS. These initial
certifications were categorized into the academic year in which they were issued. Educators were
categorized into one of the three mutually exclusive routes through which they obtained their initial
certification and according to their self-identified gender and race / ethnicity.

Notes: The counts may differ from those reported in previous years. This occurs for two reasons: (1) as
errors are discovered, they are corrected, or (2) we update our programming to improve the accuracy in
capturing the population of interest.

The demographic data contained in ECOS may be different than that contained in the employment records
in the Public Education Information Management System (PEIMS) database, which relies on data reported
to TEA by individual local education agencies annually, and, therefore, may not be fully comparable to
Agency reports that rely on the PEIMS demographic data.
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
